Trail will begin to follow brook on right site as trail slowly ascends.

this is where you join the actual Moneyhole Mtn Trail. You want to go to the right. The trail markers are yellow. (Note: The trail to the left is actually the western end of the Moneyhole Mtn Trail, is marked with green trail markers goes on to Indian Brook Rd  just above and across Loch Lyall, becomes quite rugged. [it crosses a stream flowing into Catfish Pond, and can be quite a challenge to cross dryshod] If you take this by mistake you will eventually emerge near the beginning of the climb on Indian Brook Rd north of Old Albany Post Rd.)

Stay on the yellow disc trail. (Note: the trail to the right eventually loops back to S Highland further east. Should you take this trail, the next trail off it to the right is marked with white trail markers, will climb to “chimney hill” with its superb vista to the north, west and south, sweeping from Beacon Mtn to Bear Mtn. This is well worth the effort, with a gain of less than 100’ on similar terrain and perhaps another 10 minutes each way.)

But it will turn and climb, get rocky and descend over one of the most stunning sections on today’s route. You will not get distance views, rather rocky, wooded glades and streams.

The path will rise to right. Do not take a sharp left onto the path which goes to the left in the low lands. There will be “X’s” marked to stay out. (It leads to the trails of the Clear Lake Reservation, interesting but biking is not allowed.) Continue past Stillwater Pond on your right. Do not take the trail to the right marked Stillwater Trail!
